DWIGHT knocks on Michael’s door.

DWIGHT

MICHAEL

thank me for last night. (laughs)

DWIGHT
I thought it might be Jan.

Dwight leaves disappointed. Michael looks back at camera.

MICHAEL

Nothing like a nice little zinger.
I’ve actually been dabbling in a
little stand-up comedy recently.
I'm already halfway through Judy
Carter’s Stand-up Comedy Book.

{holds up book)
It helped me with my little gig
last night where I pretty much
totally killed. But next time I'd
like to perform for the people
close and dear to me. Like Jan.

PAM CONFESSIONAL

PAM
I asked Jim to be the deejay at my
wedding. I hope he can do it. He’s
got really great taste in music.
(MORE)

CUT TO:



PAM (cont'd)
Plus he’s my good friend and I want
him to be at my wedding.

CUT TO:
JIM CONFESSIONAL
JIM
I'm not so sure I want to be the
deejay at Pam’s wedding. I feel
like it would be really awkward. I
think I'm going to tell her no.
CUT TO:

INT. PAM"S RECEPTICN DESK

Jim stands at Pam’s desk.

JIM
Yeah, I'11 do it. DJ J-Dawg at your
service.

PAM

Yes! Thank you Jim!
Michael approaches Pam’s desk. He puts his arm around Jim.

MICHAEL
Women! What’s the deal with them?

JIM
I don’t know, Michael. What?

MICHAEL
{(thinks)
Yeah I need a punch-line for that.
ROLL OPENING CREDITS

FADE IN:

INT. MEETING ROOM

The meeting starts with JAN, Michael’s boss, at the head of
the table. Next to her is BOB, a very energetic team building
consultant. Michael sits on the other side next to Jan. And
The rest of the office sits around the table.



JAN
Thank you all for coming to this
meeting. I'd like to intrcduce our
team building consultant, Bob
Stuckey.

MICHAEL
Hey thanks for coming down, Bob the
Builder! (laughs)

BOB
Thanks for having me. So Jan and I
have been visiting all Dunder
Mifflin offices to initiate a
series of team building exercises.

JAN
We’ve been very successful with the
other offices so I don’t see why we
can’t be successful here.

BOB
Why don’t we get started! Everybody
stand-up. Stretch cut if you need
to.

Everybody stands and stretches.

BOB
The first exercise I’d like to
begin with is the Trust Fall., I'11
do a little demonstration.
Everybody hold your arms out. I'm
going to close my eyes and fall
backwards trusting that you will
catch me. QOkay?

Bob falls backwards. The group puts little effort into
catching him but he manages to stay up somehow.

BOB
Not a bad first effort. Now it’s
you guys turn. Let’s just go to the
right.

KEVIN, a heavy-set guy from Accounting, stands to Bob’'s
right.

KEVIN
I'"1]l pass.

BOB
Aw c¢’'mon! You can do it!



Kevin shakes his head “no”.

BOE
Okay then. Who's next?

ANGELA, a blond woman alsc from Accounting, is next in line.

ANGELA
I don’t trust anybody here. They’1l1l
drop me. I’'m not doing it.

Bob glances at Jan puzzled.

JAN
Why don’t we just move on to the
next game?

BOE
Sure. We’'ve got a lot of great
exercises. Let’s play Cross the
Snake Pit.

MICHAEL
Psft! Sounds lame!

Michael shoots Dwight a skeptical look. Jan gives Michael a
dirty look.

MICHAEL
But I'11 try it... I guess.

CUT TO SHOT of Michael and Dwight now jumping up and down
like pre-school kids. OPEN WIDE on everybody else standing,
divided into two teams attempting to walk over two separate
ropes on the ground. Half the members of each team are on the
side of the rope that has made it across, and half of them
are on the other side of the rope that hasn’t crossed the
imaginary “Snake Pit”.

Bob and Jan cheer on both teams.

JAN
Watch it. Don’t fall into the snake
pit.

BOB

Good job! Nice team work!

ANGLE ON Michael and Dwight together walking across their
team’s rope as 1f it’s life and death.

DWIGHT
Hold my hand Michael! I’'ve got you!



Michael grabs Dwight’s hand but Dwight pulls him off the
rope. They both fall off into the “snake pit”.

MICHAEL
What are you doing?! You pulled me
off the rope!

DWIGHT
No! You pulled me off!

MICHAEL
Whatever! Now I'm in the snake pit!
I'm getting eaten alive!

ANGLE ON Jim and Pam crossing. Jim helps Pam across
successfully. They cheer each other. Michael and Dwight argue
with Bob and Jan.

MICHAEL
Hey! They cheated!

DWIGHT
That’s not a successful cross!

MICHAEL
Pam touched the snake pit! Snakes
are eating her now!

Michael desperately acts as 1f his arm is a snake. He makes a
hissing sound as he acts it out.

MICHAEL
See! Look! Snakes are crawling up
her leg! Hissss!

PAM
Michael please stop.

BOE
May I remind you that this is
supposed to be a TEAM building
exercise.

Michael stops.

JAN
Clearly this office needs some
motivation in order to work as a
team.

{MORE)



JAN (cont'd)
We were supposed to keep this a
secret, but I will go ahead and
tell you that management is
prepared to give a check of $10,000
to the office that demonstrates the
best team building skills.

MICHAEL
Oh. In that case, can we have a do-
over?

BOB
That’s a good idea. Let’s start
over.

JAN
Are there any team building
exercises you’d like to do,
Michael?

MICHAEL
{(thinking)
I could maybe do scme stand-up for
everybody?

JAN
It has to involve the whole group.

KELLY
What 1f we had a party?

BOB
I don’t think it can just be a
party.

PYLLIS
What if we had a Talent Show?

JAN
(thinks)
That’s actually not a bad idea.
What do you think Bob?

BOB
Un... well it’s not in my itinerary
but I don’t see why not.

DWIGHT
Yes! I love Talent Shows!

PAM
Where would we have it? Hopefully
not here,



MICHAEL
We can have it at Yuk-Yuks. That'’s
where I do my stand-up. I'm pretty
tight with Rick, the manager, over
there. He’d love to hook us up.

CUT TO:

INT. OUTSIDE MICHAEL’S OFFICE

Michael swiftly catches Jan as she and Bob are on there way
out the door.

MICHAEL
Hey Jan, can I talk business with
you for a little bit?

JAN
Sure Michael. What is it?

Michael tries to be smooth but comes across like a teenager
asking a girl out. Bob stands a few feet away from them
barely out of earshot.

MICHAEL
You wanna, maybke, like go grabk some
lunch? You know whatever you think
is cool.

JAN
That’s okay. Bob and I have stuff
to go over for the Talent Show.

MICHAEL
Oh right, that.
(whispering)
What about tonight? Do you need a
place to crash... in case you don’t

make the late train?

JAN
Michael now 1is not the time.
{(Whispering)
But we’ll see.

Michael nods and gives a mischievous loock to the camera. Jan
and Bob walk out the door. Dwight runs up to Michael.

DWIGHT
Hey Michael? You wanna prepare for
the Talent Show together?



MICHAEL
No Dwight. I need to go prepare for
the Talent Show by myself. I can’t
give out any of my secrets.
{winks to camera)

DWIGHT
Oh right. (smiles) Same here.

PAM CONFESSIONAL

PAM
Yeah I'm actually a little excited
about the Talent Show. I’'ve always
wanted to show people my drawings.
And maybe Roy or scomeone else will
finally take notice of them.

JIM CONFESSIONAL

JIM

So I guess since I need the
practice I'm going to do a little
deejay work at the Talent Show.
Here is my turn table...

{holds up iPod)
And here’s my micrcphone. ..

{holds pencil to his

mouth)
Any requests?

KEVIN CONFESSIONAL
KEVIN
What’s my talent?

(with complete sincerity)
I'm a song and dance man.

INT. MICHAEL'S CAR

Michael turns to the camera as he drives.

CUT TO:

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MICHAEL
People around the office probably
think I'm practicing for tonight.
But I don’t really need it. I
already got all the practicing I
need over at Yuk-Yuks.

CUT TO:

INT. YUK-YUKS COMEDY CLUB - FLASHBACK

A rowdy audience hcots and hollers as Rick, the owner and MC
of Yuk-Yuks, introduces Michael.

RICK
Okay it’s almost midnight. And
we’'ve only got a few more comics
coming up. This next guy will be
busting his comedy cherry tonight.
Give it up for {reads) Michael
Crotch.

Michael runs on-stage. Crowd cheers obnoxiously mainly
because they are very drunk.

MICHAEL
It’s actually Michael Scott. I'm a
manager at the paper company called
Dunder Mifflin. Maybe some of you
have heard of it.

Obnoxious drunks in the audience cheer.

MICHAEL
Whenever people call up tc ask for
an corder, I'm always like “What
kind of order would you like,
Paper... Or Paper?”

Audience members stare back blankly.
MICHAEL
{explains) You know like paper or
plastic?
Audience continues to stare.
MICHAEL
{thinks) And then I say, “Up your
butt!”

Now the drunk audience cheers.

CUT BACK TO:

INT. MICHAEL'S CAR

MICHAEL
Yeah it was definitely a SCLID
first set.

CUT TO:

INT. BREAK RCOM

Ryan grabs a candy bar out of the vending machine. Kelly
approaches him. Ryan obvicusly dcesn’t want to talk to her.

KELLY
Hey Ryan. Would you want to do
something together at the Talent
Show?

RYAN
Um, I don’t know.

KELLY
Well what else would you do?

RYAN
I'm not sure.
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KELLY
I think it’'d be fun if we did
something together.

RYAN
Can I think about it?

CUT TO:

INT. PAM’S RECEPTION DESK
ROY stands at Pam’s desk. Jim watches on from his desk.

PAM
Did you call the minister vyet?

ROY
I thought you were taking care of
that. I'm getting the music lined

up.

PAM
I already lined up the music. Jim
agreed to be our deejay.

ROY
{incredulous) Jim? (to Jim) Is that
for real?

JIM
I'm afraid so.

ROY
Wow, I don’t see you as a deejay.
What do they call you, DJ Jimbo?

PAM
It’s actually DJ J-Dawg.

JIM
Jimbo’s fine.

ROY
Well DJ J-Dawg, make sure our
first dance song is “Shameless” by
Garth Brooks.

PAM
No Roy, our dance song 1s goilng to
be “Intoc the Mystic” by Van
Morrison. Remember I played it for
you on our first date?
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There is a long pause while Roy thinks. Jim attempts to break
the awkwardness.

JIM
Maybe I should meet you halfway
there and make it, “Livin’ on
Prayer”...

Pam and Roy do not laugh.

JIM
No? (keat) Ckay. Bad idea. No
“Livin’ on a Prayer”.

PAM
So now can you call the minister,
Roy?

ROY

Sorry. Can’t. Don’t have time. Me
and the guys from the warehouse are
practicing our routine for the
Talent Show.

JIM
Oh you guys are dcoing 1t too?

ROY

Roy stalks off triumphantly. Pam shakes her head in dismay to
Jim.

CUT TO:

MICHAEL’S HQUSE

Michael leads the camera through his front door and into his
bedroomn.

MICHAEL
Welcome to my crib y’all. Come on
in. That’s where the magic happens.
{(points to bed)
As you can see my pad is already
decked out pretty well...
(it's a mess)
(MORE)
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MICHAEL (cont'd)
...but I figured I’'d tidy it up a
bit just in case Jan needs a place
to crash.

Michael puts candles around his bed.

MICHAEL
Votive scented candles are always
good to set the mocd. As is a nice
bottle of champagne.

Puts a bottle of champagne on ice.

MICHAEL
Andre no less.
(shows label)
And for music I always go with a
little Vandross. He's my boy.

Takes out a Luther Vandross CD and puts it intc his CD player
ready to go.

CUT TO:

INT. DWIGHT’'S APARTMENT
Dwight stands in front of a door facing the camera.

DWIGHT
Everybody is in for a big surprise
tonight. They think I’'m just this
guy who’s the top salesman at
Dunder Mifflin. But what they don’t
know about me is that I practice
MAGIC. And now Ladies and
Gentlemen, here is my magic
chamber. TA-DA!

Dwight opens up the door revealing his “Magic Chamber”. It is
a small room filled with everything magic. There 1s a poster
of David Copperfield, a table filled with wands, top hats,

silk scarves and there is even a smoke machine that i1s turned
on.

CUT BACK TO:

INT. MICHAEL’S HOUSE

Now Michael is holding some condcoms.
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MICHAEL
(serious)
I'm a strong believer in safe sex.
{looks at packaging)
Oh these are kind of old.
(throws them in trash)
I’1ll get some more later. Ch I
almost forgot.

Michael takes out a portrait of himself standing with a
Golden Retriever and puts 1t over his bed frame.

MICHAEL

I won this at The Scranton Fair a
few years ago. It’s really, really
cool. And not just because it's a
portrait of me. I mean just look at
the artistry that went into it.
That’s not even my dog there. They
Jjust added him in. But it could be
my dog. I'd call him Spike.

(to dog in painting)
Here Spike, sit! Stay! Good dog!
Yeah you’re a good dog.

(tries to pet and kiss

dog)
Whoa! Don’t bite!

CUT BACK TO:

INT. DWIGHT’S APARTMENT
Dwight is holding a pet rabbit.

DWIGHT
This is Frodo. I like to keep a
live rabbit around, JUST IN CASE.
You never know 1f someone around
the corner might need a magic
trick. Like tonight. I know there’s
someone who will be impressed.

CUT TO:

INT. ANGELA’S DESK

Angela opens up a note that reads, “Will you help me with my
Talent? Signed, Special Agent D”. Angela giggles to herself.

CUT TO:



INT. PAM’S RECEPTION DESK
Michael enters looking excited. Pam stops him.

PAM
Hey Michael, I called Yuk Yuks and
the guy there said we couldn’t do
it there. Sorry.

MICHAEL
What? Did you talk to Rick? He must
have been confused. I’11 talk to
him. He’ll listen to me.

CUT TO:

INT. MICHAEL’'S OFFICE
Michael is on the phone with Rick.

MICHAEL (ON FPHONE)
Hey! Yeah it’s Michael. (beat)
Michael Scott. You know the guy who
did stand-up last night. (quieter)
The “Up the butt!” guy. Yeah that’s
me! So I just thought I’'d clear
things up about us coming over
tonight. (keat) I see. QOkay, yeah
no problem. (defeated) So I guess
we’ll have to find someplace else.
Thanks Rick.

Michael hangs up phone dejected.

CUT TO:

INT. CHILI'S - DINING AREA

Bob stands at a microphone that is in the middle of a
off section in Chili’s. Michael and Jan stand next to
The rest of the office sits around at dinner tables.

BOB
Welcome to Chilis! We’re very
excited to have the first ever
Dunder Mifflin Talent Show. Jan and
I will be the judges of each
contestant, but remember this is
supposed to ke a team effort so it
doesn’t have to be a competition.
